Essential Elements of Curriculum 
 

Course Instructor:  Robin Ploof, Master Instructor 
 
Course Description:  In this course, the child care provider will examine developmentally appropriate curriculum based on 
student’s observations of children. There will be specific focus on play-based, child-centered, and emergent curriculum. Students will 
examine strategies for collecting objective information and observations that will be used as the basis for organization of space, 
materials, equipment, and considerations of health and safety issues.  Prerequisite:  Child Development 
 
CDA Subject Areas:  1, 2, 3, 4, 7 and 8 
 
Schedule:  Wednesdays, 6-9 p.m., starting September 2, 2009 for 10 sessions 

Location:  Child Care Resource, Williston 
 
Cost:  $175.00 This fee includes $150.00 class tuition and a $25.00 book deposit. The total $175. fee must be paid in full one week 
prior to the start of the first class. The book deposit will be returned in full upon students turning their books back in to Child Care 
Resource. Students not returning books will be charged the price of their books beyond the $25.00 deposit. The $150.00 tuition fee is 
non-refundable after the first class. 
  
College Credit: Students have the option of taking this class for 3 credits through Union Institute and University. In order to take 
this class for college credit, students must enroll with Union Institute and pay an additional $294.00 before the start of classes.
